2970 – MINUTES
Minutes were accepted as correct.

2971 – Public Question Time
At this point members of the public expressed their concerns regarding Outline Planning Permission PL/00915.  Site meetings had been held with the Chairman, County Councillor and members of the public.  A member of Carmarthenshire County Council had been invited to attend a site meeting but due to the Covid-19 restrictions he was unable to attend.

Members of the public expressed their concerns regarding the following:  A letter had been put through the doors of the properties in Parc Cawdor shows the plan as the entrance being off Heol Cennen and the exit through Parc Cawdor, however the actual plan layout shows the entrance/exit being in Parc Cawdor.  This is misleading.  The location plan only highlights the land and the lane that adjoins the A483 Heol Cennen but it doesn’t show the lane in Parc Cawdor being the primary vehicle access/exit route.  The number of houses on the layout plan is for 8 properties but the preferred layout adds up to 10 houses.  The height of the houses overlooking gardens, loss of privacy.  The Site is a former Gas Works, and the land possibly could be contaminated.  It is also too near the railway line.  

Catherine Rees and other members of the public then left the meeting, this would be discussed later in the meeting under Planning Issues.

2972 – Matters arising from the minutes
There weren’t any matters arising.

Co-option of a Community Councillor
Emails had been received from two people showing an interest in joining the Community Council, one name had withdrawn.  It was discussed and agreed to discuss this at the next meeting.
