Audit 2021/2022
Wales Audit Office informed Community Councils that they have decided to defer the introduction of the new audit arrangements for one year. Wales Audit Office has appointed Monday 20 September, 2021 as the date for the exercise of electors’ rights to ask questions and make objections at audit.

By 6 August, 2021 the enclosed audit notice must be placed on a noticeboard and on the area website for a minimum of 14 days and after the 14 calendar days referred as above, make the appropriate arrangement for the public to inspect the accounts and supporting documents for a total of 20 working days to be completed by 17 September, 2021.

Members’ Reports and Issues

An email had been sent to our County Councillor regarding the Dyffryn Cennen Community Broadband Scheme from Ceri Jenkins, Carmarthenshire County Council.  Residents and businesses that are not in commercial or state aid plans to get better broadband can use the Rural Gigabit Voucher Scheme.  Through the Broadband Upgrade Fund some co-ordinators have been working together in Dyffryn Cennen and surrounding areas to raise awareness of the scheme and have been discussing with a supplier – Broadway Partners.  It was suggested that a letter was sent out to residents from the local Councillor and the Chair of the community council.  Broadway will pay for the agreed letter from community council to be printed.  It was agreed to go support this project and the local co-ordinators would organise the posters, etc.

The Defibrillators needed to be checked, the dates of the pads, etc.  The Clerk agreed to visit each defibrillator but required the post code for Llandyfan Hall, Councillor T. Amery kindly said SA18 2UD.  There was another at Trap and Ffairfach.
It was reported that rubbish was continuing to be dumped on the road side and layby in Trap.  Previously the schools had prepared special posters.  The County Councillor agreed to make enquiries regarding special collection rubbish bags. 

The County Councillor had received an email from Councillor Anthony Davies stating that residents of Llandyfan had met and asked for the proposal be put to the Working Group that meets in the middle of May of reducing the speed from 30 mph to 20 mph on the Wernddu Road from the turning up to Glanaman.  

Councillor D. Greenish reported that there is an issue with the signpost at the Crossroads, it was requested that a photograph be sent to the County Councillor.
