2840  -  Member’s Reports and Issues

Christmas Tree event would be different this year.   A Christmas Tree would be placed as usual in Ffairfach, a tree would need to be purchased for Trap.  Councillor T. Amery agreed to visit Trap and get the height of the tree required, etc.  Councillor I. Williams normally organised the trees, electrics, etc.

The Clerk had applied at the beginning of the year to “Keep Wales Tidy” for a grant and been successful with the “butterfly garden”. Large of boxes of flowers, trees, etc. had been received and had been given to Councillor D. Beynon who had kindly agreed to take responsibility for the items received.  The Butterfly Garden would either be built in the Park with assistance from the School, if not due to present circumstances it might be necessary to ask Annie’s Angels to take responsibility.  Photographs would need to be taken from commencement with photographs being placed in the press, scrap books prepared.  The work would depend as to what is going to happen regarding the lockdown issues which were ongoing.
