The chairman welcomed everyone to the meeting.  Also expressed her condolences to the Clerk on behalf of the Community Council.

3038 – MINUTES

Minutes were accepted as correct, on adding Councillor P. Thomas to the names of members present.

3039 – Public Question Time
No one present.

3040 – Matters arising from the minutes
Councillor D. Beynon had received an offer of a 25ft Christmas Tree as a donation to the Community Council.  This was accepted and very much appreciated.  This would be situated in Ffairfach.  The Christmas Tree for the Village of Trap was discussed.  It was agreed to ask Councillor T. Amery to speak to Sharon and also assist with placing a bracket on the wall.  The Trees to be in place on 27th November, 2021 and the lights switched on 2nd December, 2021.  The lights were stored at Tregib School.  Councillor P. Thomas would enquire with Pat Llewellyn regarding Christmas Wreaths.

3042 – Issues for the attention of the County Councillor

The County Councillor mentioned that he had a contact with the Welsh Ambulance regarding the defibrillators in the area and he would pass this information to the Clerk.
Traffic lights at the roundabout – numerous complaints had been received regarding the dangers arising from the roundabout at the moment.

Parking cars was an issue at Talardd Villas.

Pot holes continued to be an issue in many areas,Tyisha, on the way to the castle especially on the side of the road.

3043 – New Issues for the attention of the County Councillor
Grit will be required for the boxes in preparation for the Winter.  The Grit Box by Tyisha is broken, new box required.

The road in Llandyfan had been closed due to work being carried out but there were no warning signs in place.
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Pavement – Heol Cennen – a local resident had supervised the work ensuring it was completed.

Same route as the pavement – 2 street lights not in working order.

Fly Tipping – Maerdy Road

The Clerk had contacted GO SAFE speed camera to visit Heol Cennen, Ffairfach.

Blaengweche hedge – this had been brought up in several meetings but nothing had been done to ensure the safety of lorries, tractors, etc. travelling along the road.  Mirrors, etc. were continually being broken due to the overhanging trees, action should be taken and costs recovered.    It is the responsibility of the landowner, the County Councillor to report the issue to Democratic Services.

The ’B’ road by Tyisha, scramblers and four wheeled drive off loaders were continuing to use the road.

The Clerk had prepared a letter to Lloyds Bank to ensure that no cheques were refused in the future, they had also charged for the error.    It was agreed to ask for a rebate as it was an error made by Lloyds Bank, the Community Council had a “sweep” account where money is automatically transferred from one account to the other.  It was also discussed and agreed to enquire with the Bank to change the account to a Deposit and Current Account.

Audit

An updated Audit notice had been placed on the website, as the Accounts had not been audited by the Wales Audit Office.

Budget

The Clerk had prepared a Budget Report in preparations for the discussion regarding the precept.  The work carried out on the hedge of the Play Area had not been accounted for in this years’ precept therefore changes would need to be made to some of the Accounts to be paid.  Donations to charities would only be given once this financial year instead of twice, the Clerk apologised for the oversight.  Although the work in the Play Area had needed to be completed as soon as possible.

A request for financial support had been received from Ysgol Feithrin Ffairfach, this would be discussed at the February meeting.
The cutting of the grass in the Play Area would be due to be advertised for tenders at the beginning of the next financial year.
